John Midlik motioned and Jennifer Frazier seconded, upon roll call the motion passed unanimously.

Public Participation: None

Review:  
· Case 21-11-81 9314 Helen Lane-Deck (Shed Style Roof)-Chris Molnar, Northeast Ohio Deck
· Mr. Molnar returned before the board with the requested revised drawings. The new drawings are to scale and show a more accurate representation of the new roof line over the deck and the accurate placement of the windows. 
· Existing deck will be rebuilt to make sure the footers will support the structure. The roofs will have a “scissors” appearance as they meet at the same point and then cross each other. Mr. Molnar believed this was the best solution because there is a standard stamped concrete patio under the deck and they do not want to cut a bunch of holes into the concrete to do a different elevation on the deck nor do they want to create a different size deck. Visibility of the crossing of the roof lines will be minimal because it will be on the second story. One would have to be about 10 houses down the street to see the crossing and even then they would possibly only see about 5 feet of the roof line. Additionally, Mr. Molnar stated that no one will never see both sides of the pitch at the same time.
· There will be windows on the right hand side. The breakfast room will come out 10ft and the deck will extend 14 feet. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The eave height and gutter height will be the same as the other structure. 
· The floor plan will remain the same as previously proposed.
· The post and roofing support structure will be wrapped in vinyl sleeve. The rails will be white,  wrapped in white vinyl also.

John Midlik moved and Viraj Sharma seconded, upon roll call the motion passed unanimously.


· Case 21-11-82 8941 Wilcox Drive-Burgers 2 Beer Signage-Ivan Tsao, Burgers 2 Beer
· Mr. Ivan Tsao came before the board to request two monument signs for the new Burger 2 Beer restaurant. One sign will be placed over the front door area and the second sign will be on the side of the building. The side sign will be slightly larger in width and height. There is currently a franchise in Solon and he will be bringing a second franchise to the Twinsburg area.
· The building was in need of many repairs because it had been abandoned for some time. He anticipates an opening of late February or early March.
· Mr. Tsao confirmed that he is indeed the same owner of the Sushi En restaurant just up the road.
· The board reviewed the plans and noted that the required numerical address was missing from the plans. Mr. Tsao agreed to add the numbers to his signage.
· Mr. Tsao presented the board with a sample of the lettering, size and color of the new sign. The board reviewed and had no with it.
· The board confirmed with Mr. Tsao that the hardy plank behind the signage will be painted nicely once the sign is put in place.

Viraj Sharma moved and Jennifer Frazier seconded, upon roll call the motion passed unanimously.

· Case 21-11-83 9667 Shepard Road- Garage Addition-Paul Terlosky, Homeowner
· Mr. Terlosky came before the board to submit plans for a garage addition. Mr. Terlosky stated that he will match the architectural style and color of the existing house (as best as possible). There will be a complete residing of the garage so that all the same siding will appear on both structures.  The roof shingles, pitch and height will match the existing garage. The structure will built at approximately a 90 degree angle to the current garage and will be placed about 10 feet away from the setback. Landscaping will be installed on the south side. The new structure will not be seen from the highway due to the wooded area that extends behind the house. There will be no impact to the view from the street.
· The board asked if the house would be aligned with the home. Mr. Terlosky confirmed that it is not possible due to the utilities, sandstone and right away that exist on the property. In addition the garage faces a different directions from the house. He confirmed that there will not be any impact to the view from the street.
· The board voiced concerns about the how the two roofs will tie in together. Mr. Terlosky stated that it will be through the use of a shed style roof.

· Case 21-11-84 1531 Bridget Lane-New Home-Chris Coblentz, Coblentz Homes
· Mr. Phil Markowski came before the board to present plans for a new home being constructed at 1531 Bridget Lane. 
· The board reviewed the plans and voiced concern about the lack of windows on the left side elevation of the home. According to the plans there is currently only one 30 x 18 inch window shown.  The board requested that at least one window be added to this façade and recommended an additional window be added to possible another room. The  board suggested that bedroom number three have a window added in front of the closet or up near the front corner. Mr. Markowski proposed the option of placing transom windows of either 60x12 or 50x16 so that it would not hinder the placement of furniture. The board had no problem with that option also.
